A representagao visual da doenca do sono fez parte do "Scramble for Images" do
cinema colonial na Africa (Glenn Reynolds, 2015). Fotografias e filmes das
campanhas contra a doenga do sono durante a primeira metade do século XX
mostram como a "Assisténcia Médica aos Indigenas" foi muito importante para a
narrativa visual da "misséo civilizadora" nos trépicos. Suas imagens nos dao uma
melhor compreenséao da contribuicdo da medicina tropical para a espetacularizacao
de uma doenca que esteve frequentemente ligada a propaganda colonial. Imagens
da doenca do sono também puderam ser vistas em exposi¢des coloniais. Elas
mostram o espetaculo de uma “doencga colonial” (Lyons, 1992).
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abstract

The visual representation of the sleeping sickness was part of the "Scramble for
Images" of colonial cinema in Africa (Glenn Reynolds, 2015). Photographs and
films of the campaigns against sleeping sickness during the first half of the 20th
century show how the "Native Africans Health Care" was very important to the
visual narrative on the “civilizing mission” in the tropics. Their Images gives us a
better understanding of the tropical medicine's contribution to the
spectacularization of a disease that was often linked with colonial propaganda.
Images of sleeping sickness could also be seen in colonial exhibitions. They show
the spectacle of a “colonial disease” (Lyons, 1992).
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
