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Summary:

CIUHCT has continued to promote research in the History of Science and Technology
according to international standards of scholarship, steadily contributing to the development and
consolidation of this discipline in Portugal and to its recognition abroad.

The unit articulates discussion at the conceptual and methodological levels with research on
specific topics especially focused on, but not restricted to, Portuguese history. In what relates to
research work on local case studies we have continued to communicate it to international
audiences, through international publications, participation and organisation of international
meetings, and in participation in international networks, some of which were founded with the
contribution of CIUHCT members.

Research work has continued to highlight a conception of the field encompassing both more
traditional and more recent approaches, including material culture, instrumentation and
collection based history of science, material reconstructions, technoscience, all framed in the
context of methodological pluralism, and ranging over a broad range of thematic pursuits,
covering the history of science, technology and medicine (and including material culture), and
ranging from the early modern period to the 20" century. Especially important has been the
input from the framework developed within the international group STEP (Science and
Technology in the European Periphery) and ToE (Tensions of Europe). This input is behind the
move from relying on the concept of transmission and the perspective of the centre to the
concept of appropriation and the perspective of the periphery, as well as the articulation of local
case studies in the writing of a global history of Europe, in which science and technology play a
leading role. We also have continued to explore relations between the History of Science and
Technology and material culture, some aspects of Philosophy of Science, and the role of
scientific-technological structures in contemporary thinking.

From the point of view of our specific research agenda we have participated in collective
projects, both involving the two research lines of this Unit as well as other international groups
or networks, dealing with the main topics: 1) circulation of scientific and technological
knowledge; 2) local embedding of scientific and technological practices; 3) history of science
and technology based on crossing cultures: printed, manuscript, oral, and material sources; 4)
history of science and technology in an interdisciplinary context — art, architecture, literature,
cinema, ethics, philosophy.

Our strategy to inscribe the history of science and technology in Portugal in the international
context has been anchored in: (i) publications in international volumes, edited volumes and
peer-reviewed journals; (ii) presentation of papers in international conferences; (iii) organization
of sessions and conferences on topics related to the Portuguese case; (iv) active participation in
international research projects and networks; (v) central involvement in the HoST project (on-
line journal, annual workshops, monthly conferences); and (vi) participation in STEP, Tensions



of Europe, Making Europe, INES, on-going involvement with the Max Planck Institute for the
History of Science (MPIWG- Berlin) activities, including the selection of one of CIUHCT’s
members to the MPIWG scientific advisory board (2012-17), executive committee of SHOT (up
to 2012). The contrast between expected indicators for 2011-12 and real output is impressive
and demonstrates that CIUHCT has become a national reference in what relates to
internationalization. Note also that CIUHCT was selected for the organization of the 2014
European Society for the History of Science (ESHS) meeting, to be held in Lisbon in 4-6
September 2014.

In what relates to CIUHCT s activities nation-wise we stress: 1) the role of CIUHCT’s web-site
and e-mail weekly newsletter in conveying to peers and population at large news, varied
information, digitization or transcription of sources, etc.; 2) steady role in the training of
graduate students and supervision of post-docs, including an increasing number of foreign ones,
in the context of the only 2 graduate programs in History and Philosophy of Science existing in
Portugal (12 Msc and PhD defended in the period under evaluation). Please note that 1 PhD
student will have her degree jointly awarded by UNL and Nouvelle Sorbonne, and another has
been a visiting student at the Department of History and Philosophy of Science, Cambridge,
UK; 3) outreach activities, including regular organization of exhibits of various dimensions in
which research work is presented to the public at large. Note the preparation of the national
exhibit 360°- Ciéncia Descoberta, which will open on 2 March 2013 at Fundacdo Calouste
Gulbenkian; 4) participation in the scientific committees for commemorations of the 100"
anniversary of the University of Lisbon and the 100" anniversary of the Faculty of Sciences of
the University of Lisbon; 5) growing dynamism of activities organized by CIUHCT’s PhD
students and post-docs (organization of journal club regular sessions, CIUHCT conferences); 6)
organization of several meetings (European universities, ancient books, cartography, colonial
empires, Garcia de Orta); 8) 1 CIUHCT member has become Investigador Principal FCT; 9)
The PhD thesis of one CIUHCT member has been awarded the prize “Prémio Cultura 2012 by
the Sociedade de Geografia de Lisboa; 10) CIUHCT’s commitment to the history of scientific
instruments, collections and material culture has materialized in the participation in the first
inventory of Portuguese scientific heritage, the development of innovative collaborative projects
with Brazil, and finally involvement in a project to launch a national survey of scientific
collections; 11) 2 FCT Projects approved in the two last calls in which CIUHCT members
participate.

Deviations:

In what related to deviations from the original proposal we should refer to: 1) the slow process
of database construction of biographies of Portuguese scientists and engineers
(http://www.ciuhct.com/index.php/pt/biografias.html), which is under assessment by senior
CIUHCT members, and may be continued by other means; 2) the slow process of digitization of
sources made available to the public at large at CIUHCT’s web-site
(http://www.ciuhct.com/index.php/pt/textos-online.html), which has, nonetheless, in the period
under evaluation, included the minutes of the Conselho Escolar of the Faculty of Sciences of the
University of Lisbon (1911-1974), and a database of news on science, technology and medicine
in the Portuguese press (1900-1926) (http://www.ciuhct.com/index.php/pt/projectos-de-
investigacao/206-folheando-jornais-uma-janela-aberta-para-as-representacoes-de-ciencia-e-

tecnologia-na-imprensa-periodica-portuguesa-1900-1926.html); 3) the pre-print series project,
which CIUHCT is considering to discontinue; 4) the edition of selected books by CIUHCT,
which is behind schedule, despite the fact that a substantial number of books (6) will be
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published soon by Colibri Publisher, 5) impossibility to organize in 2012 an international
summer school, which was dependent on the approval of a project submitted to FCT which was
not approved for funding, and 6) the inability to fuse the 2 PhD programs in History and
Philosophy of Science in which CIUHCT members are involved, although we are currently
engaged in applying to the Programa Doutoral FCT with a single unifying proposal. Finally, it
should sadly be announced the end of the two series of books, Cole¢do Ciéncia e Iluminismo
and Colecdo Historia e Filosofia das Ciéncias, directed by CIUHCT members, and justified by
the publisher Porto Editora with the crisis felt in the book sector. These were 2 series of books
already re-known abroad, especially in Spain and Brazil, and prized for excellence in
translation.

It should be born in mind, though, that these deviations from the original proposal have been
largely counterbalanced by the impressive publication record in national and international
publications, the impressive communications record in national and international forums,
including a substantial amount by graduate students and post-docs, the impressive record in the
organization of meetings, workshops, conferences and sessions in international conferences, and
the steady and consistent contribution to the training of a young generation of historians of
science and technology, who will be responsible for the development of this area of research in
Portugal according to international standards of scholarship in the decades to come, if they find
adequate employment. Finally, the association of CIUHCT members with the on-line journal
HoST has been reinforced in 2012 with a new chief-editor (who belongs to CIUHCT), who is
committed to the publication of 2 issues per year (this is the only journal of history of science
and technology published in Portugal. See http://johost.eu/ )

Owing to the sheer impossibility to list all publications delivered during the period 2011-2012
in the space allotted, and to provide URLSs due to the variety and quantity of publications, a pdf
file of all publications is attached, and here we opt to make just a few comments highlighting
the areas of expertise which confer to CIUHCT its characteristic profile.

The contrast between expected publications and real output is impressive. Especially in what
relates to international output (chapters, entries in encyclopedias, book reviews, papers, talks
and organization of meetings or sessions in meetings) the difference is striking and denotes the
steady and growing internationalization of this research unit and the recognition of the work of
its members in international forums. The contribution of the Unit to the training of graduate
students should also be noted as well as its commitment to the organization of exhibits making
known the Unit’s research to the public at large.

We highlight the unusual broadness of CIUHCT’s areas of research, including history of
science (physics, chemistry, mathematics, astronomy, geology, meteorology), technology and
engineering, medicine, and instruments, collections and material culture, and ranging from the
early modern period to the 20" century and covering Portugal and its empire. From the thematic
point of view we address: (i) intersections of history of science and technology with the history
of books and history of education; (ii) history of institutional spaces; (ii) Emergence and
development of scientific disciplines, and professionalization and the circulation of knowledge;
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(iii) Popularization of science and technology using both traditional sources (books and
periodicals on popularization) as well as novel sources such as generalist newspapers, of
different political and journalistic orientations and geographical provenances; (iv)
Historiographical considerations on science in the European Periphery; (v) Scientific heritage,
material culture and collection based history of science.

We should stress that the broadness of areas, periods, and methodological interests covered by
CIUHCT members is not the result of lack of specialization and professionalization, but instead
the belief that a young and continually growing community of historians of science and
technology should be as encompassing as possible.
