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Os trabalhos de investigacao desenvolvidos ao longo de 2016 superaram o
que tinha sido previsto na apresentacao do projecto. No ficheiro em anexo
(cf. Ficheiros em Anexo) apresentamos o detalhe dos indicadores e uma
analise mais detalhada da informacao do presente resumo.

Assim, e para consubstanciar a missao do CIUHCT de implementar e
sustentar “(...) high quality research in the history and material culture of
STM, contributing to its establishment as a solid scientific field in Portugal,
fully integrated in the international community”, os investigadores
concentraram os seus esforcos em 4 vectores:

(i) Manutencao e reforco da presenca internacional através de: (i) redes de
investigacao (STEP, ToE); (ii) sociedades cientificas (ESHS, SHOT, ICOHTEC);
(iii) projectos internacionais de varias tipologias (ERC, COST, H2020); (iv)
organizacao de congressos e workshops.

(i1) Reforco das publicacGes em revistas internacionais com refereeing e,
preferencialmente (porque reflectem exigéncia de qualidade aprecidada
interpares) nas indexadas na SCIMAGO, nao excluindo, contudo, outros
indices como, por exemplo o LATINDEX.

(iii) Presenca com comunicacdes em congressos internacionais de
referéncia.

(iv) Reforco de estratégias de internacionalizacao na area da formacao
graduada (Inventing Europe Education Environment) e pos-graduada
(Anthopocene Campus).

No plano das flagships, no ano de 2016, avancou-se de forma significativa:

(i) A Bibliografia de Historia da Ciéncia, Tecnologia e Medicina em Portugal
2005-2015 progrediu de forma substancial, cumprindo todas as metas
estabelecidas e permitindo a sua disponibilizacao publica online em

2017. Nesta fase - e acentua-se que se trata de uma base sempre em
volucao - foram ja inseridas 2453 entradas.

(ii) A revista HoST continuou a sua publicacao com o volume 10, agora ja na
editora internacional DE GRUYTER, no sentido de preparar a sua indexacao,
mantendo-se no regime de open access que sempre defendemos e que,
adicionalmente, esta em consonancia com a politica da FCT/MCTES.

(iii) Dicionario de Biografias de Cientistas, Engenheiros e Médicos
Portugueses: apods o levantamento das entradas de acordo com os critérios
definidos pela Comissao Cientifica (cf. Relatério de Progresso 1), foram
alocadas a bidgrafos (membros da comunidade nacional de HCTM) 708
entradas (divididas, em termos de escrita e entrega em duas fases, sendo a
fase 2 de biografias de tipo D). Espera-se ter as versoes definitivas da fase 1
concluidas até meados de 2018. Até final de 2016, 35 entradas estao



finalizadas, 146 foram entregues e aguardam revisao e 329 estao em
processo de investigacao e escrita.

(iv) Edited Volumes sobre Histéria da Ciéncia, Tecnologia e Medicina em
Portugal: definiram-se os 4 volumes em termos de racionais comum e
especificos, decidiram-se quais os editores de cada volume, construiram-se
os indices provisorios de temas e fizeram-se os convites aos autores, que
cobrem toda a comunidade nacional de HCTM.

Apresenta-se, seguidamente, uma breve reflexao sobre os indicadores de
realizacao fisica do ponto 4.

(i) PUBLICACOES:

* 164 itens, dos quais 88 em publicacdes internacionais e 76 em publicacoes
nacionais, ou seja manteve-se, grosso modo os resultados de 2015:

* 57 artigos em revistas internacionais com arbitragem cientifica, resultando
num crescimento de 50% face a 2015.

* 49 itens em publicacoes indexadas no Scimago (41) e no Latindex (8),
representado um aumento global de cerca de 30% relativamente a 2015. De
notar que a parte mais significativa deste aumento se deve a cerca de 40%
mais publicacoes Scimago (29 em 2015, 41 em 2016), destacando-se a
producao de 8 itens em publicacées classificadas como Q1 e 15 em Q2, ou
seja, 23 artigos nos quartis superiors.

* 19 itens publicados em editoras de referéncia (e.g. Springer, Brill,
Cambridge Scholar Publishing, Palgrave), mantendo-se os valores de 2015.

(i) PARTICIPACAO em encontros cientificos com 221 comunicacdes, das
quais 111 em féruns internacionais e 70 em nacionais, o que acentua os
dados de 2015 referentes a forte participacao do CIUHCT nas comunidades
nacional e internacional da area. Destaca-se a participacao no Anthropcene
Campus 2016: The Technosphere Issue, pela sua tripla dimensao de
relevancia cientifica e pedagogica e impulso de internacionalizacao de
jovens investigadores.

(iii) ORGANIZACAO de 27 eventos cientificos internacionais - 8 encontros
internacionais e 19 painéis de sessoes.

OUTROS ELEMENTOS atestam, igualmente, da qualidade e vitalidade do
trabalho de investigacao do CIUHCT em 2016: aprovacao de 3 novos
prpjectos com financiamento FCT/MCTES (que se juntam a 4 em execucao)
e de um projecto 2020 em que o CIUHCT é leader de um WP, aprovacao de
uma bolsa ERC (Starting Grant), participacao em 3 projectos H2020,
continuacao das revistas Board Games Studies Journal, Recreational
Mathematical Magazine e lancamento do primeiro nimero da revista
Gardens and Landscapes (DE GRUYTER).

Em termos de outreach, o CIUHCT foi responsavel por um niumero
significativo de actividades diversificadas (documentarios, exposicoes,
apresentacao de autores, participacao em eventos como a SCI-Fl Lx), de que
destacamos as 6 exposicoes coordenadas pelos seus membros, das quais
duas se inseriram no International Year of Global Understanding (IYGU).



Finalmente, no plano da formacao graduada, os dois programas doutorais
mantiveram os seus anos académicos, tendo admitido, na totalidade, cerca
de 25 alunos e foram defendidas 2 dissertacées de doutoramento.
Destacam-se ainda, pela sua relevancia para doutorandos e pos-
doutorandos, a realizacao da Summer School ICOHTEC-CIUHCT, frequentada
por cerca de 20 alunos de varios paises e. de novo, o Anthropcene Campus.

How did the activity of field scientists impact on colonial ideology and governance in late
Portuguese Empire?

My hypothesis is that being the New State an Imperialistic dictatorship it would be
extremely difficult for scientists in the colonies to carry out autonomous research that
challenged the foundations of colonial rule; still scientists — regardless their own believes
and constraints — develop critical thinking, respond to rationalist, universalistic and ethical
principles. Therefore it is necessary to explore the notion of relative autonomy of the
scientific field and understand scientists' individual strategies. Because field scientists were
actually in the terrain, produced knowledge based in place and kept systematic records,
they are crucial to understand Empire's functioning. Because they circulated between
Metropole and colonies and between different colonies (Africa, India and Timor) they
managed to make comparisons and have an assemblage vision of the Empire.

This project is anchored at the intersection between the History of Imperialism and the
Social History of Science, aims at combining methodologies from History and other Social
Sciences, and intends to use institutional archives, oral sources and scientists’ personal
papers.

Instability of junior members poses a threat to the survival of
HSTM in Portugal, thus jeopardizing the effort of the 2 last
decades;

Instability of junior members poses a threat to CIUHCT's future,
including its leadership and generational reproduction;
Portuguese entrepreneurs continue to undervalue or de-value
the history of their enterprises, therefore narrowing CIUHCT’s
extension possibilities.
